If you join the club, you have access to the non-member  T-Craft approved instructor.   
Federal Aviation Regulations require a minimum of 40 hours flying time under the supervision of an instructor.  While many students complete requirements in 45-55 hours flying time, some will take more.  Ground school is also recommended, but many students study at home with DVD study programs offered by several companies.
The time and cost for a student to get his/her private pilot's license varies.  If you stick to a regular schedule of couple lessons per week, most students can complete the requirements in 6 to 8 months for approximately $6,500 - $7500, depending on the aircraft used for training.   This includes flying time, instructor time, training materials, ground school, FAA written exam, flight exam with FAA examiner, and physical exam.
