New Business
A. Potential aircraft for club purchase:
1. Discussion: Do we need a 7th aircraft? Board consensus is that the club does need a 7th aircraft.
2. Ivan reviewed the big picture of this aircraft. Discussion on engine condition.
3. Discussion: Is this the aircraft for us? We have a couple weeks to decided. It’s the same model as 93S. Market comparison—include cost of travel and pre-buy inspection of aircraft located far away. Price seems high, but $100,000 is the price. The consensus is that the avionics are okay as is except for transponder, ADS-B out and ELT. Aircraft does not need to be similarly equipped for IFR operations as the club’s other 2 C-182s. Equipping it as a VFR, back country machine would be acceptable. The Robertson STOL might require additional member checkout. Dennis will investigate various financing options. We should include in the calculations the possibility of replacing the engine soon/now for safety concerns. Ivan will request borrowing the aircraft’s log books so that Reggie Sellers can take them to Jim Eyre’s home for detailed inspection.
B. Discussion: Consider exploring options for selling portions or all of new hangar. The board’s consensus is to treat this idea as a separate matter from possible purchase of a 7th aircraft.
